

We are here to decide placement of your child/youth in CYSS programs.  Recommendation for placement occurs, based on reasonable accommodations.  If resources are not available, then they will not be placed in Fort Hood CYSS programs. The team will make every effort to identify available resources and services in the local area 

You, the parent, are a vital member of this team.  Your participation is strongly encouraged and valued.  We will start by introducing ourselves to you, then, listen as you explain how childcare might be impacted by your child/youth’s need.  Please give us a brief history, an outline of current symptoms/concerns, and actions (rescue medication, etc.) accordingly.  

We are partners in your child’s success.  The ultimate goal is to help all children reach and realize their full potential by evaluating health, developmental, physical, social, emotional, learning, and behavioral issues that affect your child.

Feel free to ask questions at the team meeting and express any concerns that you might have.  In the interest of your child’s health and well being, it is of paramount importance that you disclose all special needs to the team.  

Annual reviews normally do not require the parent’s attendance.  At CYSS registration renewal, the child/youth will be scheduled for an annual SNAP update/review.  A review SNAP may be required if the condition worsens or if there are any significant changes.
